PURIFICATION OF SACRED VESSELS NOT ALLOWED BY EXTRAORDINARY EUCHARISTIC MINISTERS…

     Pope Benedict XVI has directed that the Purification of Sacred Vessels during or after Mass will no longer be

     permitted in the United States by extraordinary ministers of Holy Communion.  His directive states that they

     are to be purified exclusively by a priest, deacon, or instituted acolyte.  In the United States, instituted

     acolytes, who must be male, are seminarians preparing for the priesthood, or men in formation for the 

     permanent diaconate.
