ARCHBISHOP DOLAN OFFERS COMMENTS ON DIOCESAN CATHOLIC SCHOOLS…

     In his “Herald of Hope” column, in the February 1, 2007, edition of the CATHOLIC HERALD, Archbishop Dolan 

     offers a few thoughts on Catholic education.  He initially states, “I  thank God for our wonderful system of Catholic

     schools in southeastern Wisconsin:  first-rate grade schools, the great majority parish-based, excellent Catholic 

     high schools, colleges and universities…But I am not unaware of the problems and challenges they bring.” (p.2)

     While he recognizes that Catholic school students score consistently high on reading, language, math, science

     and social studies, he also acknowledges that Catholic schools must “teach and form the faith.”  He points out 

     that, “to strengthen Catholic identity is a constant conclusion of every survey taken on how we can improve our 

     schools.”  As Archbishop Dolan addresses a few of the complaints he hears regarding diocesan schools, to his 

     credit, he does not hesitate to ask an important question:  “You know what aspect of Catholic education is growing

     most?”  His answer is:

          “Home schooling, and the opening of lay-run Catholic academies.  These parents will tell you that they have 

            become disenchanted with parish schools and our high schools because they are no longer ‘Catholic.’  Of 

            course, if this is true, only we – bishops, pastors, principals, teachers, school boards – can reform that.

            Only the ‘customers’ - our parents and parishioners – can encourage and insist on that.”

     Archbishop Dolan needs to hear from parents and grandparents who are concerned with the “Catholicity” of our 

     diocesan schools.  We must ask him if our grade school children are memorizing their prayers, the Ten Com-

     mandments, the seven sacraments, the four Cardinal Virtues, the three theological virtues, the six Precepts of the

     Church, the four reasons we pray (using the acronym ACTS), the four Marks of the Church, etc.   Can they tell us

     that the Catholic Church is the one, true Church, instituted by Christ to save souls, or that God made us to know 

     Him, to love Him, and to serve Him in this world and be happy with Him in Heaven?  Are all of our second graders

     finally going to First Confession BEFORE they receive First Communion? And are our grade school children form-

     ing life-long habits of frequent confession by going during class time on school days?  And, are they reading about 

     the lives of the saints?  And what about our older children?  Does every Catholic high school have a Pro-Life 

     Club?   Does every high school biology class watch the  excellent, pro-life video, “A Window to the Womb?”  And 

     Are the  insidious, pro-homosexual “gay/straight alliances” forbidden in our Catholic high schools?  If we can’t 

     answer “yes” to these kinds of questions, then we can understand why home schooling and lay-run academies are

     the fastest growing movement in Catholic education.
